I need to preface this podcast, obviously, with a warning. The warning is, that everything that I’m about to say, is conjecture. That means that it’s hit or miss. I believe that what I’m about to say is true. It may not be true, and please, whatever you do with this information that I’m about to say, do not base any life decisions on what I’m about to say. Ask your local orthodox rabbi or mentor. Have somebody guide you in any decisions that you make, and you’ll see from what I’m about to say, that there’s a lot to say and a lot to think about, and there’s a lot to see about what’s going on in the world. 
We’ll start with the fact that I wrote about a year and a half ago, in the beginning of 2010, about the fact that we will see, and this is something that I understood from making calculations from the numbers and from the Maharsha in Sanhedrin 12a which is an essential, very important Maharsha, that explains the yesod haibur; the secret of the concept of the leap months, which we’re going to speak about. We wrote about the fact that Rosh Chodesh Av of 2010 taf shin ayin, was the beginning of a new era, really in mankind. And I said, we will see as we pass through the date you’re not going to see anything on the day of, but we’ll see as we pass through the date, when we look backwards, you’re going to be able to see that there’s an extreme change in the world, and its going to be even more obvious than what happened in 1990. 
1990 as we explained, and I urge you to listen to the previous podcast if you don’t know what I’m talking about, we spoke about the fact that 1990 was the year in the Jewish calendar 5750 which was chatzos- midday of the sixth day of yom hashishi, erev shabbos. Shabbos is the year 6000 to 7000 and that’s the times of olam habaa. Before that comes moshiach. Chatzos, halfway through the day, was 1990 and that was when we started to see big changes in the world. But I wrote about the fact that we would start to see at 12:30, which was Rosh Chodesh Av, the first day of Av in 2010, taf shin ayin, would be the beginning of a brand new tekufa, a brand new period of time in the annals of mankind’s history. 
 I understood that from the fact that we see that 12:30 on the Jewish clock we have 12:30 and everyday there’s a different 12:30, because basically, the days split up into 12 hours, and depending on the length of the day the hours are going to be shorter. They’re called shaos ma’aniyos. They are special hours, and at 12:30 on that special clock, is the first time that you’re allowed to say mincha, the afternoon prayer. Really you can say it from 12:00, from midday precisely. However, at 12:30, is when you start to see that the sun has actually begun to set from its peak in the horizon.  That’s when you start to see that the shade is apparent, because the sun is no longer directly overhead. So I understood that at 12:30, which is also a significant time because that’s when chazal- sages established mincha. As the Gra says in Even Shlomo, it corresponds to the fall of the erev rav, the bringing down of the powers of evil, at 12:30, and that’s what began at Rosh Chodesh Av of last year. If we look back, we see the whole concept of the Arab spring, everything began at that time. There was a nine month period that began Rosh Chodesh Av, and it culminated at the end of Adar beis.  

During that last week of Adar beis, there’s an incredible thing that occurred. There was an incredible tikkun for MBY. Perhaps we’ll see more about this. Then the month of Nissan, in middle of that month was Pesach, that month was the birth. We had this new thing that was born into the world which had been developing since the beginning of  Rosh Chodesh Av, that nine month period, through Adar beis, the second Adar, and then into Nissan. At the end of Nissan there were a number of different things that happened that represented this completion. One thing was Osama bin Laden was taken out, and another thing was that the Hamas and the PA, exactly was over that last week. It was from the first day of that last week, until the last day of that last week that the Hamas/PA unity deal occurred. All this has to do with this development of MBY that starts in Av. He starts working in Av. That’s what we’ll see, that’s what we will discuss, and he completes his work in Adar beis, and then that work is born. The difficulties that he goes through, is born, and there are a lot of different hints that we see, a lot of things. If you look what’s going on in the world there’s a lot of hints with what’s going on with MBY with Yosef himself, and were going to discuss that.  
To begin with, let’s start with the Maharsha in Sanhedrin daf yud beis. If you want to see the words themselves of the Maharsha, they’re on my blog. Type into the search on the blog ‘Maharsha’.  You can see it yourself, the words speak for themselves. There is some inferencing  that we will do, and that’s where I say that take it or leave it as far as if this is correct as far as if this is pure conjecture. It may be true, it may not be true. I made an educated guess. I’m making educated guesses, and I do feel in a certain sense, that Hashem is guiding me, and giving me a certain understanding here. But again, what I’m saying is not definitive, and don’t base your life and your decisions, and perhaps I will speak a little about what we should do with this information and how we should go about our lives, perhaps differently, because of this information. But again, take what I say with a grain of salt,  and be careful all the information, if you believe me that what I’m saying is true, if what I’m saying is true, that there is something incredible that’s building up right now. That’s on the surface quite negative. And we need to understand why there has to be all this negativity, all this destruction, why all this has to occur, but believe me, that if you believe me on that one, believe me also that there is incredible tov, incredible good that’s underneath the surface, that’s boiling up beneath the surface. It’s only apparent if you look for it and you find it. But it’s really there and Hashem is no longer hiding Himself.  That’s what I said in the beginning. I  said that Hashem is no longer hiding Himself. From 12:30  the sun starts to set. It becomes apparent that the sun is starting to set. We’re going into the times of olam habaa. We’re beginning the days of moshiach and Hashem is not hiding Himself anymore. ‘Hester panim’ Hashem hiding His face, It’s over.  It’s really over, for anyone who opens their eyes. For anyone who’s inside the darkness and doesn’t want to open their eyes, so it’s just going to get darker. But for anyone who wants to open their eyes and wants to really see what’s going on, really see the tov, the good that’s beneath the surface, it’s there. All you have to do is find it and focus in on it. The more you focus in on it, and it’s essential, the more you focus in on the good, the larger it becomes in your life. The more you focus in on the good inside of yourself as well, the larger that good becomes inside of your life. 
That’s what Hashem wants right now. He wants us to look at the good, to focus in on the good, and to also look at the bad and realize, that the bad is also good.  It’s an essential idea; ‘V’haya bayom hahu, it’s going to be when moshiach comes, yihye Hashem echad ushemo echad, His name is one’.  Everything is good. ‘Hashem Elokeinu Hashem echad. Hashem, our G-d’. The name Hashem, yud- keh- vav- keh, represents Hashem’s mercy.  The name Elokim , represents Hashems judgment- separation. We’ll speak about this more, but one is the male aspect which is rachamim, which is infinite kindness. One is the female aspect. The female aspect is about separation, lack of connection, and a need for unconditional love.  That’s the name Elokim.  But when moshiach comes, and as we get closer to that time ‘Hashem echad’.  We see that both Hashem, and Elokim, those two names of G-d, which denote the male aspect and female aspect, they are really one. They are really two aspects of a higher, greater tov, a greater good. The negative is also good, and the more that we focus in and realize that the bad is also good, the more we are entering into the consciousness of the times of moshiach.
 It’s all about unconditional love. That’s why I’ve been speaking about unconditional love a lot over the past few weeks. It’s not just me actually. Coincidentally, it’s not a coincidence, but coincidentally, I heard that other people in my area, unbeknownst to me, are also speaking about the same exact thing. They’re talking about unconditional love. I know that there is a book, which I highly recommend. It’s called “Love for No Reason” by Marci Shimoff . There are parts of it that are actually not kosher, but 90% of the book is excellent. There are a lot of good things in there. That book just came out in December, during this tikkun of MBY, over the nine months. 
This new approach to reality, of unconditional love,  of the bad is also good, is coming down into the world. Hashem is bringing it in, and as we get closer and closer, it’s where we’re really holding at the edge, the threshold of moshiach. It’s really really happening now. There’s no safek, no doubt about it in my mind, that that’s where we’re going. That’s where it’s heading. That’s where the world is going. It’s so clear. Hashem is not hiding it anymore.  But the focus needs to be on the fact that the bad is also good, the ra is also tov.  There’s unconditional love. 
Unconditional love means, that bad is also good.  That doesn’t mean that we do ‘bad’ because Hashem places in front of us ‘Hachaim v’hatov hamaves v’hara’.  He says these are really two equal things.  ‘Life and good’ are on one side, ‘death and evil’ are on the other side.  In truth, they both are really good. They both end you up in the same place. Even if you die, and you did evil, you go to gehenom, you go to Hell.  It burns off all of the evil, and you end up in olam haba; in the world to come, except for very few individuals. Hell is not an eternal lake of fire. You go there, it burns off the evil, and you end up in a good place.  Good and evil are really two sides on one coin.  “Ubacharta bachaim” and Hashem says “Do yourself a favor, choose the good, focus in on the good, recognize that the evil is also good, and choose good, because I told you to.”  
Gzeiras hamelech, as Rashi says on brachos, the mitzvos, commandments, are just decrees. Hashem says “This is good, and this is good, and ultimately bad is good. Choose what’s openly and clearly good. That’s what I want you to choose. Not because bad is not good, but because its gezeiras hemelech- a decree from Hashem”.  Important idea.

Now we will go into the Maharsha.
 You can read about it on my blog. It’s worth reading the actual words inside, but basically the Maharsha in Sanhedria says, and this is my understanding of the Maharsha. I am conjecturing, but this is what it seems to me what he is saying.  Rosh Chodesh Av, the month of Av is a special time for MBY, for Yosef. Av, is when the Beis Hamikdash, when the Temple, was destroyed.  Therefore Eisav, Esau is a counter force for Yosef. ‘V’haya beis Yaakov eish’, the verse says in ovadya, in abadya; “The house of Jacob will be fire, beis Yosef lehava, the house of Joseph will be a flame, u’beis Eisav lekash, the house of Esau, of the west, of Edom, of everything that the western culture represents, is going to be like straw. V’dalku bahem b’achalam”. Now Yosefs’ job is a counter force of Eisav. He comes along, he doesn’t destroy them. Yes they get consumed, but they’re the kindling, they’re the fuel for the fire, and they create that fire as well.
 It’s important to understand, there’s a partnership between Eisav and Yosef. The negative parts of Eisav get destroyed, but there’s a tov sheb’Eisav. The head of Eisav gets burried inside Me’aras Hamachpeila, inside the cave of the patriarchs, because there’s a tov. There’s a good part of Eisav that comes back, becomes part of the Jewish people again.  That’s what’s happening right now. So the ra sheb’Eisav, is the destruction of the Temple.  Rome destroys the Temple, and when does that happen? It occurs in the month of Av, Tisha b’Av. That month of Av, which is actually going to be turned around to a month of simcha in the future.  But that month of Av, is the month of destruction. When Eisav, the forces of evil, believe that they have power. Therefore that’s the month where Yosef starts his work very quietly behind the scenes.

 The Maharsha says, that he starts his work in the realm of Yishmael, in the Arab worlds. That’s where he works behind the scenes. Incredibly, this is what he says. It works from behind the back.  That’s how Yosef works. V’nahafoch hu, it’s the opposite of what it seems. He is representing himself as this evil leader.  This evil Egyptian ruler who is harassing the sons of Yaakov, and they don’t understand what’s going on, but it’s really to get them into a state of unity, like we spoke about in the podcast. It’s worth listening to that podcast. In any event he starts working in Av. 

The Maharsha says, and this is important, focus in on it, it’s extremely important. How many months are there in the year?  In the Jewish calendar there are twelve months, but there are seven leap years out of a nineteen year cycle. The19 year cycle began in 5758/1998. Every two years is a leap year. The year 2000 was a leap year, 2002 was a leap year, 2005 was a leap year, 2008 was a leap year and etc… 2014 will be a  leap year.   Year 2016 is the seventh, of seven leap years in this 19 year cycle. The purpose of this cycle is that the Jewish calendar, the lunar calendar, is 354 days and the solar calendar, is 365 days. So there is 11 extra days to the solar calendar. Therefore every two to three years, you need to have an extra month added to the Jewish calendar in order to bring these two calendars into sync.
 Now get what’s going on here, because the lunar represents the female, and the solar represents the male, and we’re trying to align the two. That’s what’s happening with the 19 year cycle. That’s what Yosef is about.  MBY is about aligning the female aspect and the male aspect. It’s occurring with this cycle seven times every 19 years. 

In the beginning of Av is when he starts working, and there are all different kinds of difficulties he goes through. Yesurin- challenges in areas of sexual desire, challenges in areas of being imprisoned. Look at the story of Yosef to find out what the specific characteristics are of his nisyonos, his difficulties, his challenges are.
 Those challenges  that each one of us face, and we’re successful in,  and we overcome,  whether it’s a difficulty with women, for a man,  or whether it’s for a woman with a man, those difficulties  that we face, whether it’s in our relationship with our families, that also has to do with the tikkun of Yosef.  Whether it’s sexual difficulties, whether it’s literally being imprisoned physically, or being imprisoned emotionally. All of these are parts, part and parcel of the challenges of MBY. And as we go through these yesurin, we are actually contributing, because each one of us has a piece of Yosef inside of us. We are actually contributing to a global tikkun, a global rectification in Yosef. That tikkun happens specifically, and most importantly, from the month of Av through the month of Adar beis, which is the second month of Adar that’s added in the leap year. It’s important to understand, the Maharsha points this out, that the mazal, the constellation sign of the month of Adar is the fish, the dag.  What’s incredible is, that we see that, that 13th month, Yosef is also the concept of 13.  He’s also the 13th tribe, because there are twelve tribes  in the Jewish people. However, Yosef, he got the bechora, he got the firstborn rights that entitled him to a second portion in the Jewish people.  So he has two sons Menashe and Efraim. We always count twelve tribes except for one place in the torah. Whenever we count Yosef as two tribes, we do not count the tribe of Levy, of Levi. When we count the tribe of Levy, generally speaking, the tribe of Menashe and Efraim are counted as one, as the tribe of Yosef.  But Yosef is that 13th aspect. That’s why, says the Maharsha, the blessing of Jacob, of Yaakov to Yosef was; ‘V’yidgu larov b’kerev haaretz’. He says to Menashe and Efraim, to these two sons of Yosef, that they will be like fish.  They will multiply like fish in the midst of the land.  The idea is, that there’s a multiplication, a multiplicity of bringing down, of a higher reality. 
The concept of 13, as we mentioned, is a bringing down of a higher reality. You have the three dimensional space which is represented by a cube. There are 12 edges of a cube.  The thirteenth dimension beyond that, is ahava. Ahava is love. It’s thirteen. The gematria, numerical value of ahava, and the numerical value of echad, is 13. So that concept of 13 represents the higher love, the unconditional love, that transcendental love that unifies everything below.  That’s the concept of Yosef.  That’s his love for his brothers, and that’s the love that he develops through yesurin, through difficulty and looking at the difficulties, and realizing that the difficulties themselves, are good.  That’s his capacity; unconditional love, unconditional recognition.  That good and bad are both good, and that’s how he’s able to choose the good.
 He’s able to look at his brothers and say “You thought for bad,  Hashem thought for good. ‘Va’atzas Hashem Hee sakum’ the idea of Hashem, is what ultimately is a successful idea.  It doesn’t matter what you thought, because I love you unconditionally.  I love you because I see that chelek eloka mima’al inside of you.  That piece of G-d that’s inside of you”. 

Yosef has the capacity to see through the yesurin, through the difficulties, and see that there’s tov.  See that there’s good inside of the difficulty, and that good itself, is the reason for the bad.

Now what happens is, at the end of the nisayon, at the end of those nine months, something is born.  That thing that’s born, I can’t describe it to you, I can’t explain it to you , you have to experience it, and I’m telling you I experienced it, and I know of other people. There are certain people that have a stronger aspect of MBY to their personalities. I have a strong aspect of it. I have friends who also have a strong aspect of this concept, and there are multiple people who I know of, who actually, during this period, from Rosh Chodesh Av, taf shin ayin, until literally the day of Rosh Chodesh Nissan, till the end of Adar beis, the second adar, there was an incredible nisayon. This happened to more than one person. An incredible nisayon, a difficulty, and at the end something opened up and as it opened up, and they came out of the difficulty, there was this revelation. Not like ‘G-d appearing to you’ kind of revelation, but this realization that all of the difficulties, literally, literally, literally, were created the new reality of unconditional love. This new reality of tov, of goodness, that Hashem is bringing into the world.  It’s happening. It’s happening now. It’s real. I’m seeing it in my own life personally, I’m seeing it in the whole world. Anyone can see it. Anyone can look and find it. It’s just a question of opening up your eyes, focusing on the good, and seeing that it’s there.

Now, it occurs through this nine month period, the 13th month of the year which is in this cycle of the 9 month period from Av until Adar beis, the second month of Adar, that 13th extra month, which is Yosef, which is the 13th tribe. When that higher reality is brought down into the world, a baby is born. A new reality of unconditional love comes into the world. 
What I realized is, and I really feel like Hashem planted this idea in my mind, and again, this is conjecture. Please. Believe it, or don’t believe it. You can argue with me, you can send me e-mails, I’m really opened to anything anyone has to say, if anyone has a different idea. This is what I feel like Hashem gave me. 

Every time we have a leap year, this is what’s happening.  There’s a birth pang that’s occurring. There’s a movement, an opening of the birth canal. It’s difficult, it’s painful, and it’s going to get worse. It’s going to get harder before it gets better, but remember, this pain is a good pain.  When a woman is giving birth, they say to her; there is incredible pain, indescribable pain.  Man can’t relate to the pain, but there’s a good thing in the pain because the pain is opening her up so that she can give birth to a new baby.  She’s going to have her baby, and that’s an incredible encouragement. When you’re inside of the pain it’s very hard to hear, but you see it when you get out of it. When you come out to the other side, the baby’s born and your holding the baby in your arm, and you look back and you see, that pain was all for this baby.
 It’s hard to see it when you’re inside of that pain because it’s so intensely difficult, it’s so intensely painful. We are now inside of the birth canal. 

There are seven leap years in the 19 year cycle, and every time we are going through this leap year, it’s a forward movement. MBY’s process is moving forward and incredibly I realized, and I mentioned this on the blog, from the time that the Beis Hamikdash was destroyed, according to Chazal, it was destroyed in the year 68 ce. It doesn’t really matter to me if it happened in 70. However you understand it, it doesn’t really matter to me. But the year 68 was the first year. If you count exactly 119 year cycles, 100 times 7 leap years, 100 times 19 years, is 1,900 years  from the year 68. 
68 is year one. 1,900 years later is the year 1967, when we not only get back the whole land of Israel, but we get back Jerusalem.  We get back the Temple Mount.  
1,900 years of process of MBY working, of birth pangs every single year, there is a leap year.  7 times 100. The pasuk, the verse says  it hints to this idea, I believe,  when it refers to the fact that  there’s going to be a period of desolation  in the land of Israel, and the land itself  will get its rest, from all of the shemita’s. From all the times that the Jewish people didn’t rest during that 7th year. The concept of seven, is shemita.  There are 7 years of ibur.  7 leap years in the 19 year cycle. 700 leap years from the time the Temple was destroyed, till we get back the Temple Mount.  That’s the earth getting back its shemita years.  It’s the 7’s. It’s the concept of shemita, it’s the female concept. Yosef, the one who connects the male to the female.  

Yosef’s very name incredibly, is the numerical value of 156, which is 12 times 13.  It’s the twelve edges of reality and it’s the 13th aspect of reality that Yosef brings down. He connects that higher realm, the male realm to the lower reality, the female realm, the realm that’s enclosed by those twelve edges. 

So where do we stand now?  We stand in the 5th of seven leap years in this cycle.  The gemara in Sanhedrin, I believe its tzaddik ches or tzaddik tes, 98 or 99, around there, on side a,  talk about  ‘shavua she’ben david ba’, the week that  the son of David comes. That MBD comes.  We’ve got MBY who precedes MBD, and then we have MBD. In the week that he comes, it’s referring to a week of years. Rashi there says it’s referring to a shemita cycle, but for some reason it hit me in my head that it’s not talking about a shemita cycle.  It’s talking about these 7 years; the 7 leap years in the 19 year cycle.  

There’s a forward movement in each of these years, towards MBD coming, and that’s what the gemara is talking about. If you look at the gemara carefully, it’s actually very difficult to decipher what the gemara is referring to in the first four or five of each of the different things that occur, in each of these years.  It’s not clear how that applies to our shemita cycle.  There’s a 19 yr cycle, there’s something that happens in the first year, in the year 2000. There’s something that occurs in the second year, which is the year 2002.  2005, 2008, 2011, each of these years, something significant happens, and I believe that it starts in Av of the previous year, the year before the shemita cycle, and it continues through and until Adar beis, and is born, as it were, in Adar beis, in Nissan- the month of Pesach of the leap year. 

Each of these years something is happening. 2011 is the 5th of them. The 6th of them, the gemara says, is called ‘kollos’ which means voices. Rashi there says, that the wars are coming, you hear that the wars are coming, the big war. The seventh year of the cycle, the seventh year of this week, which is 2016, according to my conjecture, is the year of milchamos, the year of the wars. 

Before we get to explain that, and explain why that is important, why do we need to have wars? Why can’t moshiach come without wars? Why can’t it come in a nice way, when everyone is happy? We’ll talk about that. It’s important to understand that as well, but before we get to that, it’s important to understand that what’s happening on the ground right now, what is happening in current events, Hashem is showing it openly. It’s clear to see what’s happening.  But there’s a baby that’s born, so to speak.  There’s a new reality that’s born every single time we have a leap year, and were taking pesha, were taking the wanton sin. That’s Yosef’s job. To take the sin itself, the greatest sin, the most lowly sin, he transforms it through his yesurin, through his difficulties. He’s the tzaddik, he’s the righteous one, and all tzaddikim do this. All righteous people do this. They have the power to act on behalf of the Jewish people for the sins that they’ve committed, and to transform those sins into shefa from pesha. From wanton sin into shefa- divine influx. We’ve spoken about that also on the blog, it’s worth reading. 
 But that occurs through the month from Rosh Chodesh Av, through Adar beis, through the second Adar, and there’s a process. It transforms that and jettisons us forward closer to the times of moshiach. Forward movement, forward movement. Now the baby’s born in the month of Nissan.  You see over Nissan, that there’s a new reality, and it comes to the forefront at the end of Adar beis, in the last week of Adar beis, and is born in Nissan. You then see a new reality. Whatever you saw happening in the month of Nissan, whether it’s the Hamas/PA unity deal, whether it’s Obama taking out Osama bin Laden and all of the sudden his popularity rises. Obama is a whole other story, who he is and what he is, and that he’s an essential part of this whole moshiach process, I believe.  He’s an incredibly important part of the process, but that’s not going to make it into this podcast.  
In any case, there’s a new baby that’s born. This new baby is born in Nissan, and whatever happened in Nissan, all these things, I hate to say this, and I don’t want to open my mouth to the satan. ‘Al tiftach peh l’satan’, we are not supposed to open our mouths and say something that the satan, the side of evil will be able to grab onto,  but the stuff that happened in Nissan, is the beginning, it’s the seed, it’s the baby that’s born. The first thirty days of the baby’s life was in Nissan.  Now that baby is going to develop over the next two years, until the next time we have a Rosh Chodesh Av that precedes a leap year, the leap year of 2014. That Rosh Chodesh Av before that leap year, which will be 2013, will be the next stage of forwards movement, which will be an intense time. 
 It will be an intense time from Rosh Chodesh Av of 2013, taf shin ayin gimmel, until Pesach time. Passover time of 2014, is going to be another intense time, and then it’s going to happen again. There will be another development for approximately another year till we get to 2016 where you have the final countdown, the milchamos.
  So were going to see what’s happened, what’s developed, what’s coming to the forefront, in Nissan. All this weird weather stuff happening, all this stuff with Japan, all the stuff with the Arab countries, all the stuff with the PA and Hamas, and Obama rising up again, all of this stuff is just the seed that was planted. And over the next two years, it’s going to culminate. It’s going to grow. It’s going to grow into something scary.  The Palestinians are going to declare their state, I believe. This is conjecture. Please. I’ve always been careful not to guess and the only reason I’m doing this now is because it seems so clear to me. I really feel like you have to be blind not to see it, and I know that a lot of people don’t see it, and I want to help you see it because it’s so clear.
The Palestinians are going to get their state, and it’s going to create a completely different matzav in Israel, a completely different situation here in Israel. It’s going to be scary here. It’s going to be really scary. And whatever is happening in Israel is like a small speck, it’s the root of everything that will be happening in the world at large. What’s happening here is, that the world is getting farther and farther destroyed. Removed. Separated. More female. And the male side needs to have more and more unconditional love.  More and more. 

Incredibly, somebody said to me this morning, and I had seen it on the news, that San Fransisco is trying to ban the bris- the circumcision. So incredible! So unbelievable!  San Fransisco have gay rights, which is the farthest farthest, the most female concept, it’s the most female. When we say female here, we mean the female is separation. Adam and Chava, Adam and Eve, originally are one unit. They’re combined when she is separated from him. That’s the female concept; separation. It’s more and more distance from G-d. The Jewish people right now are extremely female. We’re extremely distant from G-d. 90% of the Jewish people don’t keep the torah. They don’t believe that the torah was given at Sinai. That’s because they are feeling conditionally loved by G-d. That’s what the female needs to feel. The more female, the more the female needs to feel unconditional love. And they are kicking as we spoke about. The female will kick harder and harder until you show that unconditional love. Unconditional love. The more male you are, the more you need to show unconditional love, in order to come into a relationship with a female. And that’s what’s happening.

 In San Fransisco which is the most female. The more separate from G-d, the farthest away, they’re kicking harder. They’re saying, “We won’t have the bris”. 
The bris represents Yosef. It represents the concept of the male trying to connect  to the female, and gay rights has to do with  separation. No relationship, no creation, no creation capacity, no higher reality, just lower and lower and more physical.  And there’s a kick that’s happening, and that kick is more and more separation, and this is what we’re seeing now. We’re watching as there’s more and more separation. That’s what Obama represents.
 It’s incredible because Obama uses all the language of connection. He says “Yes we can” permission-can, unconditional love- we, relationship- but he’s all about ego. You look at Obama and he’s all about ego. Just one example, and there are numerous examples. I have a good friend who works for intelligence for many years, for the United States government. He told me about it. Even Mayor Bloomberg said himself, that he’s never met someone that’s as egotistical as Obama.  My father-in-law, on his way to Israel was sitting in Newark, New Jersey, flying through Newark, and waiting for his next flight. In front of him, he overheard two captains speaking and they were saying, there’s never been a president, (they were complaining because Obama was flying through the airport at that moment) that would fly through a commercial airport and stop up the entire airport, and delay everyone’s flights for an hour. There has never been a president that was like that, that would do that. 
Obama talks the language of connection, “We stand for the security of Israel” but he has his own opinion about how things are supposed to be. It has nothing to do with unity.  It only has to do with ego.  That’s who he is. There’s more and more ego. That’s why he’s so essential to this process. More and more ego. More and more separation.
  San Fransisco, other countries, someone said to me, Melbourne is not far after the heels of San Fransisco, as far as outlawing the bris. It’s not a coincidence.  More and more ego, requires more and more unconditional love. That’s really what it’s about.  There’s a kick that’s happening.  That’s what I spoke about, and when I mentioned what Glenn Beck said, and like I said, I don’t know anything about him and his political views, all I know is that he is now standing up on the side of the Jewish people because of the incredible ego that’s happening.  There’s destruction and ego is going to destroy itself. Evil is about to destroy itself. It’s about to come, and that’s what the milchamos are about. That’s what the destruction is all about.  There’s incredible ego that’s about to be destroyed. Gog comes with his entourage, with the UN, with the Arabs,  (read the Malbim on Yechzkel Lamed Ches and Lamed Tes,Yezikel chapters 38 and 39.) Read what he has to say about what is going to happen, and you’ll see it’s so clear that that’s where it’s going right now.
 The Palistinian situation, the Arabs, we call Palistinians, they want Jerusalem. They only want Jerusalem.  And Jerusalem is the bris. It’s the circumcision area of the world, and everyone is going to come there with their ego’s kicking and fighting and screaming,  and Hashem, just like  Yosef says, “Ani Yosef, Im Yosef, I am 12 times 13, I am unconditional love”.  Ani means ‘I’. That concept has to do with malchus, with the female. But it’s the same letters as the word ‘ayin’ which means nothingness, or the ultimate thing which we can’t grasp, which is transcendence, which is kesser, which is the highest of the sefiros.  It’s transcendental love. “Ani Yosef- I have brought down from that higher realm to the lower realm, into malchus, into this lower area, into the female. I have brought down unconditional love. 12 times 13. Ha’od avi chai, is my father still alive”. Yaakov avinu , Jacob, represents moshiach.  He’s the one who knows the acharis hayamim, when it’s going to come.  He knows what’s going to be. He knows the exact date, he knows how it occurs. “Ha’od avi chai- is he still alive”. This is how we keep alive. This is how moshiach comes in. He comes in through unconditional love in the farthest most distant, the most difficult situation.  The brothers can’t understand why it is that Yosef, is doing this. Why is he doing this? Why is this Egyptian leader trying to take away Binyomin? Benjamin was the only one who wasn’t involved in the sale. It doesn’t make sense!
 Why are the Jewish people today, being vilified as the Nazi? The new Nazis.  We’re the Nazi’s?  We’re the ones right now that are waiting for Iran to destroy six million Jews here, and to wipe Israel off the face of this map. We’re the Nazis. Right? And the poor Palestinians. They’re the poor Palestinians. And we’re the evil German dictators, and they are under our boot. They’ve finally been freed when the Rafah crossing is opened, and now they can bring in all of their destructive weapons to destroy Israel . We are the Nazis. Does this make sense? This doesn’t make sense.  

It’s Hashem that is going to say “Ani Hashem” just like Yosef said “Ani Yosef”. Hashem is going to say “Ani Hashem” I am Hashem, and you’re going to open your eyes. If you’re seeing it now, you’re going to be laughing. ‘Az yimalei sechok pinu’ that’s when our mouths will be filled with laughter. If you don’t open your eyes now, you’re going to be crying, and your crying will turn into laughter. It will, but you’re going to be crying just like Yosef with his brothers was crying. He was always crying. The crying is so close to laughter. It’s so close. It’s on the edge of laughter. That’s where we are right now. We’re mamash so close. We’re so close. The world is turning over, and everything is building up, and you’re going to watch it build up, and it’s not going to stop.  

You want to know where you should be?  Should you be in America? Should you be in Israel? I’ll tell you a secret.  Again this is a conjecture, but, I don’t really believe that you can be anywhere, except for where you’re meant to be.  I’ll tell you something else. They asked R’ Nosson Vachtfogel,  the rosh yeshiva of Lakewood at the time, and he since passed away, but they asked him, when  he had spoke about nuclear war, and that’s what it sounds like in the medrash when we talk about Iran and Paras, 

so they asked him how will we survive nuclear war? And he said to them “You know, when the Jews were in Egypt, during makkas dam, a Jew drank from the same cup of an Egyptian, and the Jew drank water while the Egyptian drank blood. That’s how it went through all the makkos, through all of the plagues. 
If you’re on the side of tov, good you will be safe no matter what’s going on, no matter where you are. I want to say, that I promise you. I promise you, that you’re going to be safe, Hashem is going to take care of you if you lock into unconditional love. Seeing the ra is good, seeing the bad is good, unconditional love. If you lock into that place, if you look at yourself and you accept the bad inside of you, look at yourself and say that bad is good, and then choose good instead, of  it just forcing yourself to do good. Stop forcing yourself. We need to stop forcing ourselves. Stop forcing me to stop forcing the Arabs to accept us as a Jewish state. The moment that we let go, we say “Let’s talk. Really, no preconditions” and I’m sorry to sound like a politician here, but it’s all about unconditional love. They’re kicking because they want unconditional love. San Fransisco is kicking because they want unconditional love. The gay rights people are kicking because they just want me to love them even though they have this problem, even though they’re gay. They want me to love them anyway. “Accept us. Accept that this is who we are, accept that this is what we are”. Except your human, you’re a human being. That’s what’s going on here. Moshiach is about acceptance. It’s about unconditional love. It’s about accepting who you are. 
Once everything is equal, the bad and the good are equal, once they’re really on equal footing then, you can choose; ‘ubacharta bachaim’. You can’t really make a choice as long as you’re knocking your head because you’re doing this bad thing. Don’t look at it as bad. The moment you can get yourself into unconditional love, it’s equalized. They’re the same. There’s no difference between the tov and the ra. Choose the good purely because Hashem says “ubacharta bachaim”. Choose life. Why? It’s illogical actually. If good and bad are equal then it’s illogical to choose good over bad, but you know what? There’s no more resistance there. You don’t need the bad, when the bad is equal to the good. You don’t need the bad. Now you can choose for real.  
Hashem made us to be free-will agents, He wants us to choose good.  That’s what this is about. Unconditional love. Farther and farther into the pit. More and more depths of depravity. More and more internet porn. More and more disgusting illicit relations, you name it. More and more. Down to the depths of destruction, till we finally wake up, and we finally realize “Hey, look what we’ve done to ourselves! Look how far we’ve fallen. Look at our relationships. We have no relationships with our family, with our children, with our neighbors, with our spouses, with our parents, with anybody. We have no relationships. How far have we come?  We have no relationship with ourselves. That’s how far we have come.” Hashem wants us to realize it, and we need to choose it on our own. This is about choosing it on our own. Hashem can’t reveal it to us. He can’t open Himself up to us. 
It says “Shuvu elai v’ashuva eileichem. Come back to me, and then I can come back to you.” If I open myself up to you now, you know what will happen? What will happen is exactly what happened at Har Sinai.  Hashem gives the torah to the Jewish people, open revelation, incredible.  One and-a-half million people all see Hashem. Experience incredible revelation. Do they have a choice to receive the torah? No. and you know what happens? Kick. 40 days later, aigel hazahav. Golden calf. Kick. There’s no more of that. There’s no more kicking. Moshiach comes the kicking is over. It’s only about unconditional love. Hashem wants us to choose Him. He’s going to reveal Himself now. He wants us to choose Him. He wants us to realize, there is no difference between tov and ra, theres no difference between good and evil. Moshiach comes, Hashem Elokim. The rachamim, the compassion, the judgment, it’s all the same. There’s no difference between good and evil.  
The reason we do good is because that’s the gezeiras hamelech, that’s the decree of Hashem. We do it even though it’s illogical. It’s not “Do it because…” that’s not what’s going on here.  This is not “Do it because that’s what I say!”  It’s do it, because that’s what relationship is about. A relationship is about doing something that’s illogical. “I’m going to give money to tzedaka, to charity? That doesn’t make sense. I worked hard for this money. I’m going to give it to someone who didn’t work hard?” That’s illogical. Yea. It’s called giving. It’s called being a giver. It’s illogical for Hashem to create a world. He doesn’t need this world.  He doesn’t need anybody.  He didn’t fulfill some itch He had, to create a world. He doesn’t need it. He gives for no reason, it’s illogical. It’s a paradox.  Reality is one big paradox. ‘Illogical’ doesn’t make sense. Ha ha ha. Crying and laughing at the same time. ‘Az yimalei sechok pinu’ crying and laughing at the same time. Tov and ra, good and evil. They’re the same. Crying and lauging at the same time; paradox.  It doesn’t make sense. Where should you live? Israel, America? It doesn’t matter. Tov and ra. They’re the same. You are going to live where you are supposed to live.  Hashem is going to get you to where He needs to get you. You have free will. Your free will is what has to do with, will you choose to recognize that tov and ra, good and evil are the same.  All the destruction in the world is good.  Are you going to choose to realize that? to get it into your gut, or not. That’s your choice. If you choose that, you choose to step into illogic, into a place that doesn’t make sense. It doesn’t make sense to look at the news and just start laughing. It doesn’t make sense, read the news about the PA and Hamas and start laughing. Unity deals, Palestinian state… hahahahahaha.  Laugh about it, it doesn’t make sense. Obama, telling us to go back to 1967 boarders, haha. Doesn’t make sense.  San Fransisco is telling us we can’t do a bris in San Fransisco hahahahaha. Just laugh. It doesn’t make sense.  
Unconditional love. Tov and ra are the same.  This is it. We are in the home stretch. Ladies and gentleman, we are in the home stretch. There’s nothing more. We’re in it. We’re at the end. We’re going to get this message. Hashem is going to force us to choose Him. It’s illogical. Hashem is going to force us to choose Him.  That’s what Yosef did with the brothers. He forced them to choose a relationship with the son of Rachel.  He forced them to stand up. Hashem is going to force us. We can either be forced to choose, or we can choose to choose. Either way, it’s coming. It’s happening. It’s happening now.  We’re in exciting times. There’s big stuff happening, and you can be part of it. I believe that I’m a part of it. I believe that every single person has a chance to be part of it. All you have to do is jump on the bandwagon. All you have to do is join me. We can do it. We’re going to do it. It’s going to be awesome. It’s going to be scary. It’s going to be fun.  We’re going to laugh. We’re going to cry.
